PROSPECTUS

ELIGIBILITY

Open to US artists. Submit only original, unsuper-
vised work that has been completed in the last three
years. Paintings must be for sale (EAC commission is
40%). They must be shipped and returned in the US.
Size of work limited to 40 inches in any direction,
including frame. Eligible media: paintings only in
oil, acrylic, watercolor, colored pencil and pastel.

SLIDE ENTRY INFORMATION

Preliminary selection will be made from 3Smm, 2x2
mounted slides (720 glass) - 1 or 2 slides for $25.
Artists may submit two entries for a total of 4 slides.
Use only silver mylar tape if slides must be masked.
Mail labeled slides, completed entry form, and $25
for each entry (check or money order made out to
Emerald Art Center), and a SASE #10 business size
to:

Entries must be postmarked by March 1, 2007.

Final jury may omit any painting that is considered
obscene, offensive, or otherwise deemed inappropri-
ate; it is unsigned; or is not identical to the slide. And
no price changes may be made after entries are
accepted. Slides of accepted works become the
property of EAC as a record of the exhibit. Your
slide may be used for the catalogue or publicity
reproduction.

Entry means that you have accepted the terms of this
prospectus.

SHIPPING & RETURN OF
ACCEPTED WORK

Frames must be sturdy with a wire hanger. A $20 fee
will be charged for unpacking and repacking shipped
work. Shipping instructions will be sent to you with
acceptance notices.

LIABILITY

All possible care will be taken with slides and work,
but the Emerald Art Center is not liable for any
loss or damage. Artists are encouraged to insure
their work.

EXHIBITION CATALOG

An exhibition catalog featuring all paintings selected
by the juror to hang in the show will be sent to each
artist who submits slides for the exhibit.

Slide Requirements

Artists may submit two slides per entry.

Slides must be 35mm, color, in 2" x 2" mount. No
glass slides will be accepted.

No tape or labels should be used on outside of slide
mount. If you need to mask your image, remove film
from mount, use silver mylar tape and then replace in
mount. You will need to use the plastic mounts that
snap together.

Identify front of each slide as shown:

FRAMED SIZE

Draw an arrow on slide mount to indicate top of
painting.

Slides should be of excellent quality. Poor quality
slides will jeopardize your chances of acceptance.

All information on entry labels as to size and price
must remain the same on accepted entry.

Painting must not be altered once the slide is submit-
ted, with the exception of the artist’s signature.

If painting is judged not to be of the quality reflected

in the slide, EAC reserves the right to exclude it from
the show.

All slides of accepted artwork will become the
property of EAC. Permission is assumed to
reproduce artwork from slides for catalog and
publicity.
